 Every round there was at least 1 upset.  In no round did all the 

favourites win. 

 

 81 tippers (19%) put in tips for their team all 24 rounds.  

 

 We gave away a total of just over three grand ($3,100) in Weekly 

Prizes (Round Winners, Hot Tips, Quarterly Tipping, Power Tipping and 

Shaw Thing Tipping) 

 

 The most certain results of the year were Geelong beating Port 

Adelaide at Skilled Stadium in Round 3 and Collingwood beating 

Richmond at the MCG in Round 4. 

 390 backed Geelong, who won 17.20.121 to 6.7.43 

 390 backed Collingwood, who won 24.17.161 to 13.12.90 

 4 people went for Port Adelaide  

 None of them were Port Adelaide supporters! 

 5 people went for Richmond 

 Special mention to Mark Nicholson and Lance Grafton – true 

blue Tigers fans backed their side. 

 

 The biggest upset of the year was in round 5 when the Gold Coast 

15.14.104 beat Port Adelaide 15.11.101 @ AAMI Stadium. Only 4 

tippers got it – 392 didn’t.  This was Gold Coast’s first ever win in the 

AFL! Those 4 tippers were: Oliver Archibald, A & B Nash-King, Paul 

Newman and Ricky McCulloch 

 

 Most Deluded supporters were Fremantle and Least Deluded Gold 

Coast (with a negative delusion score – realistic supporters – did not 

except much and the Suns duly delivered not much – except Gazza!) 



 This year no one got 0/8 or 0/7 – which could be a factor due to a 

higher hit rate this year.  8 people managed to tip 1 out of 7 or 8 for a 

round.  Hats off to Jemima Toohey who did it twice!
